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Formation Clinic Reminder Checklist

Revision A, June 2015 

Please note:  Upon arrival to the Clinic, you will be asked to present proof of insurance and verification that you and your aircraft are legal to fly and that your radio/intercom is safe for close proximity formation flight.

Prior to the Clinic:

1. Check liability insurance. 

a. Effective dates must include Clinic dates.
b. $1 mil per occurrence/$100,000 per passenger minimum.
c. Must cover any pilots expected to act as PIC (not including Instructors).
d. Make sure formation flight is not excluded.
e. Owners are requested to add Stearman Flight, Inc. as Additional Insured to their policy and provide verification.
2. Check Medical will be current.
3. Check Biennial Flight Review (BFR) will be current.
4. Aircraft checks:
a. Paperwork (C of A, registration, wt & bal).
b. Check aircraft will be within annual currency.
c. Radio and intercom function (see below).
5. Check parachute pack date will be current.
Take to Clinic:

1. Proof of liability insurance 

2. Pilot license and medical
3. Aircraft C of A, registration, wt & bal
4. Parachute and current pack card

Radio/Intercom

1. Aircraft must have a functioning intercom allowing clear two-way communication between both pilots.  PTT is preferred over voice-activated intercom.
2. Aircraft must have a functioning two-way comm radio. 
a. PIC must have transmit/receive capability.  
b. Instructor must be able to receive.
c. PTT switches must be mounted on the stick or throttle in both cockpits.
3. Any issues with these requirements MUST be brought to the attention of the Clinic Director prior to arrival to determine corrective action.  A temporarily installed portable intercom and Velcro PTT switches may be used to meet the above requirements.
Additional: 

1. Parachute not required but highly recommended.  Be advised that some Instructors may require their trainees to wear a parachute.
2. You will be asked to sign a statement that: 
a. Your aircraft has had an annual inspection within the preceding 12 calendar months and is in an airworthy condition.

b. You meet FAR 61.56 Flight Review requirements with a current BFR or by other means as appropriate. 
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
